Donations to The Wisley Rose Fund help to support 
the planting of Wisley’s stunning roses. 

Roses have a long and colourful history. Garden cultivation
of the rose began 5,000 years ago and roses have been
loved by many generations of gardeners, they hold great
sentiment and meaning for many. 

Roses provide an array of colours, shapes and scents. 
From the beautiful rich red of the hybrid tea Rosa Ingrid
Bergman (‘Poulman’) to the deep orange of Rosa Dawn
Chorus (‘Dicquasar’). The hypnotic scent of Hybrid Musks
on warm summer days; the violet and pink hues of the 
Rosa ‘Ballerina’ and the fast growing ‘Paul’s Himalayan
Musk’ with its candy-floss pink flowers. The delicate petals
of the climbing White Cloud (‘Korstacha’) and intricate 
soft honey of Penny Lane (‘Hardwell’) which changes to
pink blush later in the summer.

Gardens of Reflection
Every RHS garden has an area where visitors can reflect 
on the happy times which loved ones have enjoyed at 
the garden. The Wisley rose gardens are dedicated to 
all those who have loved Wisley.

which lights up Wisley’s mixed borders.
