The Harlow Carr Woodland Fund
Donations to The Harlow Carr Woodland Fund help to
preserve and support the planting within the enchanting
woodland and the streamside garden which borders it. 

The woodland is home to the rare Stewartia
pseudocamellia, deciduous camellia, which bears single
flowers that resemble a simple, cup-shaped camellia in
midsummer and flaking bark which takes on pink, brown
and grey tones, with orange and red leaves in the
autumn. In stark contrast bluebells and foxgloves flower
in the dappled rays of spring sunlight amongst the dense
foilage of beech trees and huge silhouettes of oak trees
planted almost 100 years ago.

The peaceful streamside garden provides an abundance
of colour in the spring with the spectacular yellow
Lysichiton americanus and pink, mauve, purple and yellow
candelabra primulas from June with sky blue Meconopsis. 

Gardens of Reflection
Every RHS garden has an area where visitors can reflect
on the happy times which loved ones have enjoyed at the
garden. The Harlow Carr Streamside Garden is dedicated
to all those who have loved Harlow Carr.
