How to get to RHS Garden
Bridgewater

On foot: The first phase of RHS Greenway, a new
traffic-free walking and cycling route is now open.
The Greenway runs along the north of the
Bridgewater Canal linking Worsley (via Worsley
Court House car park off Barton Road) and
Boothstown (via Quayside Close) to RHS Garden
Bridgewater, enabling walkers and cyclists to enter
the garden direct from the canal towpath.

By bike: There are 50 open-air cycle racks with
space for 100 cycles available at Bridgewater.

By car: RHS Garden Bridgewater is located off Leigh
Road (A572), Worsley, Salford, about 9 miles / 30-
minute drive from Manchester city centre. Car
parking is free.

For Sat Nav users the postcode is M28 2LJ

Directions:

From the M60, leave the motorway at junction 13
for the A575/A572 exit to Worsley/Leigh/Swinton,
then follow signs to the A572 Leigh Road

From the A580 East Lancs Road (southbound), turn
left onto Ellenbrook Road and then left onto Leigh
Road (A572)
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By bus: The RHS Garden Bridgewater Express Bus service
from Manchester Victoria and Manchester Piccadilly train
stations operates daily and takes only 25 minutes with drop
off directly at the garden entrance.
